& activities.
• Proven ongoing commitment to the goals of ACUI and college unions/student activities.
• Exhibited a vision for college union/student activities work of relevance to Region 8 and

has clearly put that vision into practice.
• Demonstrated a personal commitment to the college unions/student activities field,

possessing the skills and experience important to the development of students and staff at
the recipient’s home institution.

• Has provided outstanding development opportunities for and gained the respect of
students and colleagues in the college union/activities areas.

• Must be currently active in the college union/student activities field and be employed by
a member institution of ACUI.

• Is viewed by colleagues as an educator with a positive attitude directed toward helping
others.

• Must be employed by an ACUI member institution.
